RESOLUTION R26-70

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING EXECUTION OF AN AGREEMENT WITH THE
PASSAIC COUNTY COOPERATIVE PRICING SYSTEM (ID# 38PCCP)

WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40A:11-11(5) authorizes contracting units to establish a
Cooperative Pricing System and to enter into Cooperative Pricing Agreements for its
administration; and

WHEREAS, the County of Passaic, hereinafter referred to as the “Lead Agency " has
offered voluntary participation in a Cooperative Pricing System for the purchase of goods and
services;

WHEREAS, on January 5, 2026 the governing body of the Borough of Lincoln Park,
County of Morris, State of New Jersey duly considered participation in the Passaic County
Cooperative Pricing System for the provision and performance of goods and services.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the Borough of Lincoln Park,
County of Morris, State of New Jersey as follows:

1. Pursuant to the provisions of N.J.S.A. 40A:11-11(5), the Mayor of Lincoln Park is
hereby authorized to enter into a Cooperative Pricing Agreement with the Lead
Agency.

2. The Lead Agency shall be responsible for complying with the provisions of the Local
Public Contracts Law (N.J.S.A. 40A:11-1 et seq.) and all other provisions of the
revised statutes of the State of New Jersey.

3. This resolution shall take effect immediately upon passage.

NOTICE OF INTRODUCTION

NOTICE is hereby given that the foregoing Ordinance was introduced to pass on first reading af
a meeting of the Council of the Borough of Lincoln Park held on January 5, 2026 and ordered
published in accordance with the law. Said Ordinance will be considered for final reading and
adoption at a meeting of the Borough Council to be held on January 20, 2026 at 7:00 p.m. or as
soon thereafter.as the Borough Council may hear this Ordinance at the Municipal Building, 34
Chapel Hill Road, Lincoln Park, New Jersey at which time all persons interested may appear for
or against the passage of said Ordinance.

ORDINANCE 1-26

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND AND SUPPLEMENT CHAPTER 461,
WATER, OF THE CODE BOOK OF THE BOROUGH OF LINCOLN PARK

WHEREAS, Chapter 461 of the Code Book of the Borough of Lincoln Park ("Borough"
currently provides a rate schedule which sets forth the water rates for all users; and

WHEREAS, the Borough regularly amends said schedule found at Chapter 461-31D of the}
Code Book of the Borough of Lincoln Park based upon wholesale water rate changes imposed
by the Passaic County Water Commission (“PCWC”); and

WHEREAS, the Borough Ordinance 4-16 calls for the Borough to set the applicable water
rate at the rate of the increase from the PCWC plus one (1%) for water related infrastructure,
maintenance, replacement and/or repairs; and ’

WHEREAS, the Borough received notice from the PCWC that the effective rate for 2026
represented a 4.3% percent increase over the rates for the previous year; and

WHEREAS, the Borough pursuant to Ordinance 4-16 now sets forth the applicable water
rate as set forth below which shall include the 4.3% increase from PCWC plus the one percent
(1%) set aside as set forth above.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Governing Body of the Borough of Lincoln
Park, County of Morris, State of New Jersey, as follows: : '

SECTION 1. Chapter 461-31D of the Code Book of the Borough of Lincoln Park is hereby
amended to read as follows:

D. Charges of rates for water consumption:

1. The following rates are hereby established:
METER MINIMUM ALLOWED USAGE CHARGE APPLIED
SIZE CHARGE USAGE (PER 1,000 GAL) TO
0.75" $50.19 5,000 : $12.96 (5,001 to 100,000 gal)
1.00" $119.44 13,000 $12.96 (13,001 to 100,000 gal)
1.50" $164.67 17,700 - $12.96 (17,701 to 100,000 gal)
2.00" $240.91 25,700 $1296 (25,701 to 100,000 gal)
3.00" $381.42 41,000 $12.96 ' (41,001 to 100,000 gal)
4.00" $652.41 70,000 $12.96 (70,001 to 100,000 gal)
6.00” $1,005.55 85,000 - $12.96 (85,001 to 100,000 gal)
8.00" $1,433.79 . 100,000 $12.96 (100,001 gal)

All gallonage in excess of 100,000 gallons shall be billed at $12.96 per 1,000
gallons.

SECTION 2. All ordinances of the Borough of Lincoln Park which are inconsistent with the
provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed as to the extent of such inconsistency.

SECTION 3. If any section, subsection, sentence, clause or phrase of this Ordinance is for
any reason held to be unconstitutional or invalid by any Court of competent jurisdiction, such
decision shall not affect the remaining portion of this Ordinance. ‘

SECTION 4. This Ordinance shall take effect starting with the next quarterly water bill
period for 2022 and the increases, if any, shall continue thereafter on an annual basis as the case
may be. 1
